If an emergency occurs, but you do not experience flu-like symptoms or smell or hear leaking gas, then you service to your home.

A GAS METER

» Locate the meter shut-off valve (pictured) on the gas supply pipe coming out of
the ground.

» Use a long-handled wrench to turn the valve clockwise a quarter turn so that the
lever is perpendicular to the pipe (see diagram).

» Once the valve is off, LEAVE IT OFF until a qualified MDU technician can check
out the system.
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
